Weekly Descriptions of Resources for Paper, and Comments on Other’s

Starting this week, every week by Friday, you should send an email message describing a resource for your paper. Normally a resource will be a research source such as an article, book or web site. Your description should give the bibliographic information (although it does not have to be in MLA format here) and a brief description of what is in it, or at least what you hope to find in it.

Send the email message to SeSeF04@lists.wayne.edu (the “lists.” was omitted in the original Syllabus). Your message will be distributed to the whole class; that is what a ListServ does.

You will get a confirmation from the ListServ that your message was distributed. Currently there are sixteen people on the list, but you don’t get a direct copy, so the confirmation will say the message was distributed to fifteen people. If you have your email system configured to save a copy of your outgoing message, you will find a copy of your ListServ message there.

Also, every week, you should respond to one other person’s ListServ message. I will allow a wide range of responses. For example, you can say that you like the reference, you don’t like it, you are looking in another area, you have another resource that seems to agree or disagree, etc.

To respond to a message from this or any other ListServ, simply respond to the email message. Your reply automatically gets distributed to the whole class. This is not a private, but a semi-public reply.

To reply privately to a message from a ListServ, the best option is to Forward the message, and then type in the email address of the person you want to receive your reply. Then send the message. This forward will go only to that email address.
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
