· Portfolio: What It Is 
· Organizes everything in the course.
· Aids in making connections among reading, writing, and thinking.
· Always bring your portfolio to class.
· Always take your portfolio when you go to the library to work on your paper.

· Materials: What is In It
· • a large three-ring binder (preferably with pockets on inside covers and a "D" ring)

· • a set of dividers with tabs to mark separate sections 

· • a plastic pouch to contain a 3-hole punch, pens, post-it notes, stapler, and other tools
· A place for your floppy diskette or USB drive

· Organization
· Syllabus
· Study Tools: dates, names, definitions, etc.

· Word hoard: Old English poets used to draw words and phrases from a word “hoard." This section is a place to record definitions of new words you learn.
· Weekly Meetings: notes, handouts
· Scrapbook: materials related to course including newspaper clips, media comments, INTERNET downloads, ads, cartoons, summaries of conversations, documents, essays, etc. 

· Final Research Paper: all materials related to papers such as drafts, database sheets and bibliography, notes, photocopies of readings, and all drafts.
