Using the WSU Research Databases:
· Research Database: a listing of research articles with full bibliographic information, allowing you to locate the article.

· Abstract. A brief summary of an article, so that you can decide whether or not the article will be useful. Most databases include abstracts.

· Full Text. This means that the database also has a link to the full article itself, so that you do not have to go to the Library to get the article, but that you can get it right on the computer you are using.

· Text. This means that the full text of the article is plain text, without page numbers, for example. It may also not have graphics such as charts or photographs.

· PDF (Portable Document Format). This format includes page numbers, and graphics such as charts and photographs.
