· Do not include this bulleted list in your own schedule.

· Do not include the square brackets in your own schedule. Replace what is inside the square brackets with your own information (name, etc.)

· Include a Plan A (normal) and a Plan B (if Plan A doesn’t work).

· Even when we are meeting, normal college guidelines are that you should spend a total of TWICE the class time outside of class in reading and homework. When we are not meeting, add in the class time to that, for a total of THREE times the normal class time. The normal class time is 50 minutes, so both Plan A and Plan b should show a total of 150 minutes or 2½ hours.

· As you will read in the textbook, you will be more efficient working in large chunks of time, rather than fitting in time here and there. If your schedule shows fitting in time here and there, both schedules should show a total of 180 minutes or 3 hours.
