Here is an example of the graph plotting for Step 8 in Experiment 3, Part 2. Imagine that you found the results in the table below, for the inches the peg flew (call this the “travel distance”) for each distance you pulled the rubber band back (call this the “pull distance”).

We want to fit the range of the Pull distance (1 inch to 4 inches) into the 30 horizontal spaces, and the range of the Travel distance into the 25 vertical spaces (which are reduced from the 45 on the full page, to allow for this example). For the horizontal scale, we could have 5 spaces equal one inch, since the 4 inch range would take 20 spaces and we have 30. For the vertical scale, 1 space equals 2 inches would work, since the 40 inch range would take 20 spaces and we have 25. (Do not feel that you have to use all of the graph paper for this plotting.) With these scales, the number of spaces is given below, and these points are plotted on the graph paper.
