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Summary


Moeller University increased the availability of computing resources for faculty and students.  The University purchased new computers for use by the facilty and students. It, also, opened  sevrn new computer labs for students to work and conduct research. Finally, the University upgraded and expanded the number of servers available to the faculty to create and teach online courses and classes.


New Computer


The University purchased several new computers for the faculty.  The models include both laptops and desktops. In addition, several types of peripreal devices like printers, monitors, and scanners.  The faculty have also received training in variety of software packages including Microsoft Office, Paint Shop Pro and Visual Basic 6.0.  Several faculty have learned HTML and Javascript to develop web-based courses.


Facilities


Moeller University has seven facilities for student to learn and to use computers and surf the Internet.  Each computer lab has thirty new computers running Windows XP and Office XP. In addition, Microsoft Internet Explorer 6.0 and Netscape Navigator 7.0 are available to surf the World Wide Web.  Word Perfect is also available for the students and faculty to use.  Each of the labs has a highly trained staff to assist the learner in learning the packages.


New Servers


Moeller University installed three type of new servers to meet the need of students and faculty. First, there is a brand new message server to handle all the email and instant messaging.  Second, the University purchased five new web services to facilate the delivery of the online (web-based) courses, the registration for classes and other related student and faculty.  Third, the University installed streaming media to stream sound, video and Power Point Presentation.
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
