Topics for Quiz 1

Note that not all topics have been covered in class yet.

This version shows deletions made during the Quiz review.
Topics that have not been covered in class before the end of the third class will not be on Quiz 1. The Quiz cannot possibly cover all of this material, of course, but instead these questions will be sampled randomly. There will be about three to five questions, so you will have to be able to work quickly and efficiently. There will be at least one binary question, and one question involving the practical use of Microsoft Word.

In educational practice, what are called “Topics” here are often called “Behavioral Objectives,” meaning that they identify what you should actually be able to do when you are being assessed (graded).

How words are used below:

· List – simply list the names or items. For example, to list the states of the US, write “Alabama”, “Arkansas”, etc.

· Describe – write a brief description of the item. For example, to describe Alabama, you might write “A southern state on the Gulf of Mexico with a population between 4 and 5 million.”

· Give an example – give a specific example of a general class. For example, to give an example of a State of the US, you might write “Alabama.”

· Recognize an example. The opposite of give an example. Given an example, tell what the general class is. For example, Alabama is an example of a State of the US

· Identify – name. For example, given a map of the US with Alabama highlighted, you would identify the highlighted state by writing “Alabama.”

I. Knowledge about computers

A. General knowledge of computers

1. Describe the structure of a desktop computer, including:

a) Two parts of computers (hardware and information)

b) Five types of hardware (input, processing, output, storage and networking)

c) Two types of storage (primary and secondary)

d) Two types of information (programs and data)

e) Two types of software (applications and operating system)

2. Relationship between applications, operating system and hardware (operating system is between the hardware and the applications, runs or manages the hardware for the applications)

3. Describe, give examples of and recognize examples of data, information and knowledge

4. List describe, give examples of and recognize examples of the two main types of computer storage

5. List and describe the eight mouse actions

6. List and describe the types of data stored in computers

7. Describe how text (letters and other characters) is stored in a computer

8. Given the ASCII code, use it to translate back and forth between codes and text

9. Describe how graphics is stored in a computer

10. Given the formula for a graphics files size, and the information needed, apply the formula to find the file size

11. Describe the decimal and binary number systems.

12. List the “Plus Table” and the Times Table for binary arithmetic

13. Count, add and multiply in binary “by hand”

14. Use the Windows Calculator to convert between binary and decimal

15. List and describe the two main types of user interfaces, and the expected third type of interface

B. Knowledge of the Windows Operating System

1. Given a file path, identify its parts

2. Describe the difference between “Save” and “Save As”

3. List and describe the active parts of a Window. Given a picture of a Window, identify its active parts. Describe what actions you can take using each active part.

4. Describe how to select text and objects in Windows, and the significance of selection.

5. Describe how to carry out a combination keystroke such as <Ctrl>-Q

6. Describe how radio buttons and check boxes work, and their appearance, including the appearance when they are selected.

7. If a window is active, then (1) title bar is bright blue not pale blue, (2) taskbar button is depressed, and (3) the window is on top of all other windows.

II. Using computers

A. Boot (start) and Shut Down the classroom computers

B. Start selected programs, including using the Start menu if other methods fail: Windows Explorer, Microsoft Word, Windows Calculator

C. Use Windows Explorer to

1. Find, copy, move, delete and rename files, and to verify that homework, quiz and exam files have been saved to the floppy diskette

2. Make folders, subfolders, etc, place files inside of folders, and correct file and folder structures

D. Use Microsoft Word

1. Files: create a new file, open an existing file from the floppy diskette, and save to (both using the existing path and a new path) the floppy diskette

2. Add, insert, delete, copy, cut and move text, and copy a screen shot

3. Format text font, font size and bold, italics and underline attributes

4. Format paragraphs, including alignment (four types), indent, line spacing, and space before and after

5. Use print preview to verify the format of a file

6. Print a document or a screen shot
