Making Folders with Windows Explorer

Homework

I. Use a floppy diskette to make the following folders (may be other files and folders on the diskette besides these)

A. Main folder – name is your last name (that is, for me, Bowen)

B. Sub-folder – name is your first name (that is, for me, David)

C. Second sub-folder (another sub-folder, not a sub-sub-folder) – name is any other first name

II. Make a Microsoft Word file in the main folder. The contents of the file do not matter, and there does not have to be any content at all. But name the file IST2710, with the normal Word extension, doc.

III. Show me that you have done this by:

A. Opening Windows Explorer and displaying all of these folders in the left-hand pane

B. Highlight the main folder so that its contents are displayed in the right pane; specifically, the file IST2710.doc

C. Make sure that everything is displayed on the printout: the three folders on the left, and the file on the right (the two sub-folders will also display on the right)

D. Tap the <Print Screen> key (top-most row, on the right). This places a copy of the screen on the clipboard.

E. Open Microsoft Word and use File > Page Setup > Paper Size to change Orientation from Portrait to Landscape

F. Paste the clipboard into your document

G. Print this page out and turn it in as part of the homework assignment.
