Taught in class and over the Internet with 8 class meetings using email, the World Wide Web and Computer Conferencing

IST 3715. Computers, the Internet, and Society. 4 credits.
In this course, you will learn about:

· computer software, including major categories of applications

· the operation and pitfalls of the Internet, and how to protect yourself

· personal, academic and business uses of the Internet

· the mutual interaction of computers, the Internet, and society.

The software and Internet applications that are covered during this course include:

· Microsoft Office (word processing, spreadsheets, presentations and databases)

· Ping (locating another computer on the Internet)

· Tracert (tracing the route to another computer on the Internet)

· Internet email, using your free Wayne State University email account (if you have other email consistent with the lab software, you can use that email system instead)

· File Transfer Protocol (FTP)

· World Wide Web, including creating your own web page

· Computer chat and conferencing

IST 3720. eCommerce: Using the Web to Find and Service Customers. 4 credits.
Electronic Commerce – eCommerce – remains one of the fastest-growing segments of the economy. Would you like to learn how to set up your own web site to find, service and sell to customers? Are you already doing online business, but wanting to improve your web site, or wanting to learn about other options? Are you a consumer, wanting to know what is going on behind the scenes and whether or not you can trust the Internet and online merchants? Or would you like to set up an interactive web site for a church, non-profit organization or other group? In this course you will learn about the methods necessary to set up an interactive web site, why it is so popular, what new developments are likely, and how our lives could change as a result. You will also set up an online store or other type of interactive web site, using our web server. While there will be no actual sales, all information will be acquired and tracked, and customer tracking will be implemented.
