Welcome to IST 2710: Computers & Society
Week 1
As you walk in, Please:

· Turn off your cell and head phones

· Remove all food and drinks 

· Walk upfront, perch in front of the computer, and enter your name, e-mail address, and phone 

· Buy a coursepack from class instructor ($5).  

· Read syllabus highlights (first page)

· Begin to fill in the hard copy of your portfolio.  You must obtain my signature on this first page before leaving today.  A single unsigned portfolio page will entail a 5% drop in your final grade.

Note: If you are faster than most people in this class, feel free to help fellow students,  move on your own to the next class assignment, or keep yourself busy in some other way

Starting the lab computers (courtesy of Dr. D. R. Bowen)

A. The power button is on the main or system unit, about halfway down, in the middle.  If the vertical bar shows green, your computer is already on. If the vertical bar is unlit, press the button to start the computer.

B. Let the computer boot until a window pops up saying to “press Ctrl-Alt-Del to start.” (If you do not see this window, go to Step F).  This is a multi-key stroke, and is always done by holding down the first keys (all except the last one), then tapping the last key in the list (Del or Delete), then releasing all keys.

C. The login screen pops up. Confirm or enter the following information:

· User Name: tomclass
· Domain: guplab
· Password (CaSe SeNsItIvE): 3Nv1r0nm3nT (#three, big N, little v, #one, little r, #zero, little n, little m, #3, little n, big T)
D. With the log-in information entered, click OK or tap the <Enter> key

E. Now the “Windows desktop” appears. Computer startup is complete.

F. (Start here only if you did not see a window saying, “Press Ctrl-Alt-Del to start.”)  If your screen is dark, check the power light on the monitor (along the bottom of the monitor).

1. If the power light is not green, press the monitor power button to turn the monitor on.

2. If the power light is green, move the mouse to wake up the monitor.

G. Click the mouse on the “Start” button in the lower left of the screen. Slide the mouse up to “Shut down…” and click the left mouse button on “Shut down…” once.

H. The “Shut Down Windows” dialog appears. Click the mouse on the down-pointing arrow just to the right of the middle of the dialog, and then click the mouse on “Restart”

I. Click the “OK” button or tap the <Enter> key.

J. Go back to Step B and continue from there.

Internet and E-mail:  Our chief mode of communication in and out of class is e-mail.  All throughout you’ll be receiving e-mails from me, sending me e-mails, communicating with your fellow students by e-mail.  Out of class too, that is the best  way of getting hold of me, and that is my preferred way of getting in touch with you.  So, before doing anything else, we must make sure that you have a Wayne State e-mail account.  

1. First, please WATCH & LISTEN!
2. Open INTERNET EXPLORER
3. Go to our class Website www.is.wayne.edu/mnissani/CS95/ 
4. Add this page to your FAVORITES
5. Click on Week 1.
6. Minimize INTERNET EXPLORER
7. From the desktop, open INTERNET EXPLORER again
8. Go to your your webmail account (EXPLORER, FAVORITES, WEBMAIL LOGIN)
9. Go to PREFERENCES and change the settings for your e-mail account (If you don’t know your user name and passwords, walk over right now to the undergraduate library to activate your account).  Choose the following settings: 
a. 80 messages shown on screen

b. Full signature (must include your name in one line, e-mail in the next;  Optional:  your address, your phone, a saying that reflects your philosophy of life)

c. Check YES for the box:  SAVE SENT MESSAGES 

d. Make any other changes

e. Go to bottom and click OK to save these changes

f. Delete all junk mail from your box

10. When done, call me to make sure that you have followed Steps 1-9 above, so that I can record the completion of this assignment in my grade book.

Now, answer the following questions, using blue font only.

1) What are the office and tutorial hours for this class? —Write down your answer in blue font between the blue dashes please—

3) Summarize your instructor’s educational philosophy —Write down your answer here in blue font please—
4) If you must miss a class on a given day, can you take it on another? —Write and EXPLAIN down your answer here in blue font please—
5) Let’s imagine that you have 5 assignments for the first two weeks of class, and that you grades for them are:  85, 90, 65, 50, 90.  What is your average (use Excel to figure that one out—call me if you need help). —Write down your answer here in blue font please—
