Quiz 1 Will Include Questions Like These

1. Answer any of the 15 questions regarding class syllabus
2. Retell Computer School in 50-70 words

3. According to White, what’s the best way of teaching computers? (<15 words)

4. According to White, what’s the worst way of teaching computers? (<15 words)

5. With eyes blindfolded, be able to key in each of the letters of the alphabet with the correct finger (10/10— grade is 100; 9/10, 90; 5/10, 50% or E)

6. Ability to answer in writing questions like (you can use the internet to find out):  On the keyboard, your right pinky is in charge of which letters?

7. Know how to start Kiran’s Tutor on your own, and be able to measure your speed twice on the Typing Tutor, using Touch Typing (if you don’t do it, study at home until you get it!).  Write these on a piece of paper and . . .

8. Send me an e-mail without an attachment.  Your message should include the results of your two typing tests above (see question 4; (i) wpm/errors; (ii) wpm/errors).  E-mail must also include your permanent signature.  

9. Send me an e-mail with an attachment 

10. Call me to look at your computer while you do the following:  

a. Change number of messages that you SEE in your inbox (Message Count) to 80. (you don’t need to actually change it, only to show me that you know how to do it).  

b. Edit your signature. 

c. Make sure that a copy of every e-mail you send is kept in your mailbox as well 

d. Change  your password (you don’t need to actually change it, only to show me that you know how to do it).

e. Send someone a copy of an e-mail you already sent someone else

14. In a given paragraph, being able to define words in context by using www.dictionary.com or some other dictionary

15. Being able to answer a puzzle similar to:  A girl has 5 times as many quarters as she has dimes.  The value of the dimes is greater than the value of the quarters by $3.  How many quarters and how many dimes does the girl have?
